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Sensitive Issues Guardian Permission Form

Through Girl Scouting your daughter will be participating in a program entitled “Sensitive
Issues.” The topics include one or more of the following: chemical dependency, facing family
crises, relationships, violence in the home and school, preventing abuse, depression, preventing
teenage pregnancy, sexuality, health and well-being, personal safety, working with anger and
expression of feelings, problem solving, and communication issues.

These programs emphasize expression of feelings, building positive self-esteem, and sound
decision-making. The girls will be involved in discussions of learning more about these topics,
discovering resources, and sharing what they learn.

With resources your daughter’s leader will guide these developmentally appropriate
conversations and activities. The Leader’s role is to help the girls acquire new knowledge and
skills. With this new information, the girls will have the resources to grow into healthy, mature
young women who feel good about themselves and will be able to make positive decisions about
their lives.

The program materials are available for you to preview and we encourage parents to become
involved. Ask your daughter’s Leader if you would like to attend when the presentations on
these topics are done. You may wish to follow-up by discussing these issues with your daughter
so that good communication can be maintained at home on these important issues.

Your permission is needed for you daughter to be able to participate in the activities noted above.
